April is National Lawn Care Month and the start of spring, which gets many people thinking about lawn and landscaping projects. Q.   What are some good ornamental grasses to add color to my lawn?





A.	Spring is a great time to plant ornamental grasses. They can add year round texture and color which is lost after removing old annuals and give your garden a fresh new look to compliment the change in seasons.


	Plants such as Japanese Forest and Blue Oat are two great examples. Both offer rich color and are relatively hardy in a range of climates.


	Maiden Grass is another favorite and can grow up to six feet tall. This grass has variegated foliage and pink plumes in October for some late season color.


	Japanese Blood grass does not offer any plumes but is bright red all season long and has unsurpassed fall color.


	The best way to choose ornamental grasses is to find specimens suited to your site. Most prefer sun, although there are a few shade varieties and all are fairly easy to propagate both from seed and division.

There are more than 30 million acres of lawns across the United States, and since it is National Lawn care Month we thought we would share some fun facts about your Turf.





Healthy lawns not only are beautiful, but they also have a positive impact on our environment:


They trap dust and dirt in the atmosphere and convert large amounts of carbon dioxide to oxygen. A 50’ x 50’ lawn produces enough oxygen for a family of 4


Dense, healthy turf slows water runoff trapping contaminates and soil.  Fresh filter water returns to the underground water supply.
